Competition Entry Information  
Registration:  Athletes are responsible for their own registration. Registration 
is first come first served. 2026 Club Comp | Castle Mountain | SnowReg 

Registration will be capped at 80 athletes. Coaches should ensure all athletes 
registering can safely ski the venues.  

Payment: Athletes are required to pay registration fees online at time of 
registration.  

Rules: The event is sanctioned by Freestyle Canada and organized by Castle 
Mountain Freestyle Ski Club in partnership with Freestyle Alberta. The Club 
competition comprises two events: moguls and slopestyle. All athletes must 
have an active Freestyle Alberta Club athlete membership.  

Athlete Age Categories: The competition includes age categories 
U10, U12, U15, U19. More advanced U16 and U18 athletes are 
encouraged to compete at the provincial level.  

Bibs: Athletes are to purchase bibs through Freestyle Alberta prior to the club 
competition.

Training Runs: Windows for training runs will be available on Friday Feb

timely at guest services. An express lane will be available for athletes.  

Event Cancellation: If the event is canceled the weekend of the 
event, each athlete registered will be refunded all but $35 his or her 
total entry fee. This is to cover the costs of expenses incurred to set 
up the event.
